Listen for the main idea and supporting points

Before listening read any introductory text. Comsigour background knowledge. What do you already
know about the topic? What do you expect to heagyjine key words that you will listen for. You are

Listen for the main idea of the selection the firste through. As in written works, aural infornaatiis
often structured with an introduction, main poiat&l conclusion.
